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INTRODUCTION
This is the official template of the ICEC 2020 based on the use of Microsoft word processor.  All manuscript must be in English. All standard paper components have been specified for three reasons: (1) ease of use when formatting individual papers, (2) automatic compliance to electronic requirements that facilitate the concurrent or later production of electronic products, and (3) conformity of style throughout the conference proceedings. 
We urge authors to follow some simple guidelines. In other words, we ask you to make your paper look exactly like this template. There is no strict limitation to the number of pages, but it is suggested that the paper length should not exceed 10 pages. Papers exceeding 10 pages will attract extra charges. All body of text are 10 points, Times New Roman, single line spacing.
Paper Size: A4, 210 x 297 mm
Page margins: Top 3.0 cm, Bottom 2.0 cm, Left 2.3 cm, and Right 2.0 cm.
Column width: 8.03 cm and the separation between columns is 0.63 cm.
Furthermore, for the ease of use, the template is such that author should highlight the write up and click on the corresponding section from the Style Menu on the Home Menu of the Microsoft word. 
The descriptions of the different styles are as follows: 
1. For Paper Title Use Title Style,
2. For Author’s Name and Affiliation Use Author Name Style,
3. For Abstract and Keywords use the Abstract Style,
4. For Section Headings, such as Introduction, Methodology, etc., use Heading 1,
5. For the body of the work, use the Paragraph Style.
METHODOLOGY
You can simply download the template and replace the content with your own material. This section describes various methods adopted in your paper.
Subsection
The template is used to format your paper and style the text. All margins, column widths, line spaces, and text fonts are prescribed; please do not alter them.
Kindly download the template paper to your computer. Then “save as” with a different name (For example: icectemplate.docx). Now, copy-paste your paper “paragraph by paragraph” to icectemplate.docx
NOTE: If the “font size or type” of your paper is different, you may have problems while pasting it to icectemplate.docx. 
To solve this font problem:
1st Step: Copy and paste the paragraph from your paper to notepad.
2nd Step: Copy and paste the paragraph from notepad to icectemplate.docx
Figures and Tables 
Insert Figures and Tables after they have been cited in the text. Large Figures and Tables may span both columns. Place Figure caption below the Figures; place Table titles above the Tables. If your Figure has two parts, include the labels “(a)” and “(b)” as part of the artwork. Please verify that the Figures and Tables you mentioned in the text actually exist. Do not include captions as part of the Figures. Do not put captions in “text boxes” linked to the Figures. Do not put borders around the outside of your Figures. Do not use the abbreviation “Fig.” in the body text rather use Figure even at the beginning of a sentence. Do not abbreviate “Table.” Tables are numbered with Roman numerals. Use the Figure Label Style for all captions for Figure and the Table Head Style for all Table Caption.

Equations
Use either the Microsoft Equation Editor or the MathType add-on (http://www.mathtype.com) for typing equations in your paper. Be sure that the symbols in your Equation have been defined before or immediately following the Equation. Use “(1)”, not “Eq. Tabulation
Use 8 pts font size Times New Roman for contents of table (see Table 1). Specify unit of measurement of table content appropriately. Use either SI (MKS) or CGS as primary units. (SI units are encouraged.). Avoid combining SI and CGS units.

A conclusion might also elaborate on the importance of the work or suggest applications and extensions.
ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS (IF ANY)
A short acknowledgement section can be written between the conclusion and the references. Authors may wish to acknowledge the sponsors of the research and others in brief.  Acknowledging the contributions of other colleagues who are not included in the authorship of this paper is also added in this section. If no acknowledgement is necessary, this section should not appear in the paper.
